Midterm Exam Rewrites

If you would like to improve your midterm grade, all students have the option of rewriting the exam by correcting their missed questions (1-45). With open book, open notes, you may write an extended correction of each question missed. If the questions are completed thoroughly and correctly, you will receive up to one full letter grade improvement. For example, if you received a C- and write good corrections for each answer you missed, your grade may be revised up to a B-. Your regrade/upgrade depends entirely on the quality of your answer—short or insufficient rewrites may improve a half-grade, quarter-grade, etc.

To do a correction:

For each incorrect answer, write: 1) a brief definition of the relevant term, 2) an example of the term, if applicable, and 3) an explanation of the significance of the term for gender studies. Your explanation must refer somewhere to the assigned course reading or lecture the term is drawn from.

For example, for the first question, this is an appropriate correction:

1. Gender socialization continues throughout a person’s life. Gender socialization means the way that we “learn” to be boys or girls, men or women, throughout our lives, according to lecture. It’s about how people treat us and perceive us, from our families and neighbors, to strangers passing on the street. Gender socialization happens throughout our lives, but is different at different ages—baby girls are dressed in pink, little girls are traditionally encouraged to “play nice” and keep clean, young married women are considered responsible for housekeeping, etc.
